ORDINANCE NO. _______________________
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 717 REGULATING THE USE OF SEWERS AND DRAINS, THE DISCHARGE OF WATERS AND WASTE INTO THE PUBLIC SEWER SYSTEMS, AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF IN THE CITY OF BATESVILLE, COUNTY OF INDEPENDENCE, AND STATE OF ARKANSAS.
Whereas, the City of Batesville established Ordinance Number’s 717, 816 and 905 to regulate public sewer service; and

Whereas, Ordinance Number  717 Article IV Section 1 does stipulate that “No unauthorized person shall uncover, make any connections with or opening into, use, alter, or disturb any public sewer or appurtenance thereof without first obtaining a written permit from the inspector”; and

Whereas, Ordinance Number  717 Article IV Section 8 does stipulate “no person shall make connection of roof downspouts, exterior foundation drains, or other sources of surface runoff or groundwater to building sewer of building drain which in turn is connected directly or indirectly to a public sewer”; and

Whereas, Ordinance Number 717 Article IV Section 9 does stipulate that “the connection of the building sewer into the public sewer shall conform to the requirements of the building and plumbing code or other applicable rules and regulations of the (City), or the procedures set forth in appropriate specifications of the A.S.T.M. and the W.P.C.F. Manual of Practice No. 9.  All such connections shall be made gastight and watertight.  Any deviation from the prescribed procedures and materials must be approved by the (Superintendent) before installation”; and
Whereas, Ordinance Number 717 Article VI Section 1 does stipulate that “no person shall discharge or cause to be discharged any storm water, surface water, groundwater, roof runoff, subsurface drainage, uncontaminated cooling water, or unpolluted industrial process water to any sanitary sewer”; and 

Whereas, Ordinance Number 717 Article VIII Section 1 does stipulate that “any person found to be violating any provision of this ordinance except Article VI shall be served by the (City) with written notice stating the nature of the violation and providing a reasonable time limit for the satisfactory correction thereof.  The offender shall, within the period of time stated in such notice, permanently cease all violations”; and
Whereas, Ordinance Number 717 Article VIII Section 2 does stipulate that “any person who shall continue any violation beyond the time limit provided for in Article VIII, Section 1 shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof shall be fined in the amount not exceeding ($100.00) dollars for each violation.  Each day in which such violation shall continue shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense”; and

Whereas, Ordinance Number 717 Article VIII Section 3 stipulates that “any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall become liable to the (City) for any expenses, loss, or damage occasioned the (City) by reason of such violation”; and
Whereas, inflow and infiltration occur in both the main lines and customer service lines; and

Whereas, such inflow and infiltration allows extraneous water to enter the sewer collection system which such water then mixes with sewage and must be treated as sewage; and

Whereas, such extraneous water does utilize sewer treatment capacity reducing capacity that is available for commercial, industrial or residential growth; and

Whereas, such lack of reserve capacity could discourage industry from locating in the Batesville area; and

Whereas, the solution is to either reduce extraneous water or build more treatment capacity at great expense and hardship to the citizens of the City of Batesville; and 

Whereas, regulation of inflow and infiltration are deemed by the City Council of the City of Batesville to be in the best interests of the citizens of Batesville;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BATESVILLE, ARKANSAS:
SECTION 1.
Enforcement of regulations pertinent to eliminating inflow and infiltration into the public sewer does include any attachments to the public sewer collection system inclusive of customer sewer service lines;
SECTION 2.
A “reasonable time” as related to satisfactory correction of such inflow and or infiltration through customer sewer service lines shall be no more than 60 days from the date of written notification from a representative of the City of Batesville.  Ordinance Number 717 Article VIII Section 1 is hereby amended to define reasonable time as set forth herein.

SECTION 3.
Failure to comply in the allotted amount of time shall result in the termination of water service.   

SECTION 4.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  That this Ordinance being necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.
